Format - Design Presentation.
· Each team’s presentation will be 20 minutes i.e., 15 minutes presenting and 5 minutes for questions. 

· Contents of slide presentation (15 minutes)
1. Cover slide – Name of system, team number, names of team members, name of mentor, and roles of team members for this phase of the project (1 slide).
2. Copyright and trademark information. (1 slides)
3. Problem definition and scope of system (1 slide).
4. Overview of the design methodology (1 slide).
5. Architectural design of the system.  Need to describe at least two architectural patterns.   Provide justification for the selection of the patterns (2 slides).  

6. Hardware and software mapping.  Use a deployment diagram to show how the s/w components will be deployed.  Clearly show the connection speed required between the h/w components. (1 slide)
7. Persistent data management.  Show a model of the data that will be used by your systems. The model could be an ER diagram, relational tables, or any other suitable format.  Also describe any security requirements. (2 slides)
8. Access control – describe the access control mechanism used for user authentication and encryption used (if required). (1 slide)
9. Static detail design model.  Show the minimal class diagram and a detailed class diagram for one subsystem. (2 slides)

10. Dynamic model. (1) Show the sequence diagrams for two (2) use cases.  (2) State machine diagram representing the main control object in your system (no more than 8 states).  (3) Describe the main algorithm used in your system (need to state the running time, big O notation, of the algorithm and memory usage).  This algorithm should be a method in one of the sequence diagrams.  (5 slides)

11. For the class with the main algorithm show the invariants, pre-conditions and post-conditions using OCL. (1 slides).
There is recommendation for the number of slides for each part of the presentation.
