Format for Final Presentation.
· Each team’s presentation will be 35 minutes i.e., 25 minutes presenting and 10 minutes for questions. 

· Contents of slide presentation (17 minutes)
1. Cover slide – Name of system, names of team members, and roles of team members for the three phases of the project (1 slide).

2. Problem definition and current system problems/limitations (1 slide).
3. Project Management (schedule for entire semester) (1 slides).  
4. UML use case diagram for implemented use cases (1 slide).
5. Functional requirements – description of two (2) uses cases with associated nonfunctional requirements.  These should be uses cases that have been implemented and will be tested and demonstrated in the presentation. (at most 2 slides)
6. System design.  
· System decomposition; identify the architecture patterns used (1 slide).

· System deployment – h/w and s/w requirements (1 slide).
· Persistent data design (1 slide).

· Access control (1 slide)

7. Detailed design

· Minimal class diagram.  Identify the design patterns used (1 slide).
· State machine for the main control object in the logic subsystem focusing on the uses cases in (5) (1 slide)
· Main algorithm used, should related to a use case described above (1 slide)
8. Two system test cases (one sunny day and one rainy day) for the use case represented in part (5) above (2 slides).
There is recommendation for the number of slides for each part of the presentation.

· System demonstration (8 minutes)
1. Demo  at least 4 use cases including the use cases described in the slide presentation (System testing)
2. UML models – show and briefly describe models created for the use case model, analysis model, design model, deployment model
