Dear Professor:

When a student has proficiency in a foreign language that is never or rarely taught at the University, we allow such a student to clear their foreign language requirements by demonstrating competency to and FIU faculty member fluent in the same language.  Students may clear either or both the University FLENT/FLEX Foreign Language Requirement as well as his College of Arts & Sciences Foreign Language Requirement this way.  

We would need to ask the faculty member to write a memo stating that the student has language competency at or above that of someone who had successfully completed a second semester of study in that language and then to send that memo to the College or Arts and Sciences Advising Center (ECS411).
