String Class methods indexOf() and substring()
I.  The Assignment
This assignment is to write a class with a main method that creates a String object to store a person’s name in this form

“Last, First” (without the quotes)

and then prints it like this

“First Last” (without the quotes)

E.g. if the String was created like this

String name = “Mozart, Wolfgang” ;

then the output would be:  Wolfgang Mozart
II. Specifications
1. Do all computing in the main method of your class
2. You must use String class methods indexOf() and substring() to receive credit for this assignment
3. Run your program two times, using the following data to create the String object


First run:

Obama, Barack


Second run: 
McCain, John
4. The code you write must work for any name, assuming it is in the “last name, first” form shown above.  I.e., Once your program works correctly for one name, you must not modify it in any way except for the statement that creates the String object (see above)
