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Programming Assignment #7
(Documentation and Style)
I.  The Assignment
This assignment is to update your SlotMachine class so that it meets all the style and documentation standards discussed in class and online in Unit 6.  “Documentation” means both internal and Javadoc comments.  

Then, run the javadoc utility to generate the html “help” files.
Begin by reading again the Java “Documentation Comments” doc online
· Be sure to document the class, every public method, and every parameter.  If a method returns a value, that must be documented as well
· Remember that your class must be declared public and stored in a separate file
· See the online doc “Using the Javadoc Utility in NetBeans”

· For examples of well-documented classes, see any of our sample programs online
· Do not write Javadoc comments for your test class.  Nobody wants to learn how to use your test class – they will write their own.  But make sure it meets all standards for style and internal doc.
II. Upload 2 Files to Canvas

· Just as you check to see that your program output is correct before submitting it, do the same here!  I.e. make sure that your html file contains all the required information before submitting this assignment
