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Class Rules and Gregulations

I. 
Late Assignments

Late assignments will lose 15% for each day late, with a maximum of three days.  Assignments more than three days late will not be accepted.  You will always have at least one week to complete each assignment, not counting the 3-day late period.  This is for your protection.  Why should you hand in a program on time someone else hand it in late and get the same grade or possibly a better one?
All assignments are due at 12:30 pm on the due date. This means that if you are still working on an assignment when class begins, you should stop, come to class, and continue working on it later.  It’s already late and you do not want to miss new material while working on the old.
II. Required Introductory Comment Block and Affirmation

For full credit, each class definition (i.e. each Java file) should begin with a comment block containing your name and section number, the file name, and the following affirmation:

I affirm that this program is entirely my own work and none of it is the work of any other person.

Programs without this affirmation cannot be accepted.  This is a policy of the School of Computing and Information Sciences.
· Note that this comment is separate from the Javadoc comment that immediately precedes the class heading (after the import statements) and states the purpose of the class.  Both kinds of documentation will be covered thoroughly in Unit 1)
III.  Partial Credit

Only programs that solve part of the problem can earn partial credit.  To get partial credit, a program must do something meaningful.  Programs that do not compile, run, and actually do something cannot earn partial credit.  One of the benefits of OOP is that it supports “piecemeal completion” and eliminates the “all or nothing” approach.
IV.
Incompletes

In accordance with the published policies of the School of Computing and Information Systems and the College of Engineering and Computing, a grade of Incomplete may only be given if a student misses one or more assignments and/or tests due to circumstances entirely beyond the student’s control and is passing the class at the time.
However, if it would be necessary for the student to attend the class again to complete the assignments/tests, then a grade of Incomplete cannot be given.  In such a case, the student must register for the class again and use the university’s “forgiveness” policy to replace the old grade with a better one that will be used in computation of the GPA.

Makeup Tests

Academic Honesty

From the Provost’s Office:

When a fellow student asks you for help, you may help them by reviewing the online notes and programs. You can also discuss the specifications of the assignment which are on the assignment sheet. 

In no circumstances are you to help them with code.
VII.
 Integrity of Program Listing and Output

When you hand in an assignment you are declaring that

1. the output is exactly that produced by the program, and

2. the source code is the exact version of the program that produced the output

Handing in “doctored” output constitutes academic misconduct and will not be tolerated.

Make sure that the source code you hand in is your latest version, or more precisely, the version that produced the output you are handing in.
